1. Project Background
The Network for the Advancement of Persons with Visible Disabilities (NAPVID), with support from its development partners, is implementing the Capacity Building for Justice Providers in Handling Vulnerable Groups project. The project aims to strengthen disability inclusion across justice institutions in Edo State and enhance operational capacity of the Edo State Disability Commission to implement and monitor the Disability Rights Law.
A critical component of the project is the simplification of the Edo State Disability Rights Law. While the law provides comprehensive protection and promotes equal opportunities for persons with disabilities (PWDs), its technical language, structure, and legal terminology make it difficult for non-lawyers, community members, civil society actors, and government frontline workers to understand and apply. To ensure wider accessibility, meaningful engagement, and compliance, there is an urgent need for a well-structured, user-friendly, and easily comprehensible simplified version of the Law.
NAPVID therefore seeks the services of a qualified consultant to lead this assignment.
2. Objectives of the Assignment
The consultancy seeks to:
1. Translate the Edo State Disability Rights Law into a simplified, accessible, and easy-to-understand version without altering its legal meaning.
2. Promote wider public awareness and institutional understanding of disability rights and obligations under the Law.
3. Support justice providers, civil servants, CSOs, and PWD communities to more easily interpret and apply the provisions of the Law.
3. Scope of Work
The Consultant will be required to:
1. Conduct a desk review of the Edo State Disability Rights Law and related national/international disability instruments.
2. Develop a simplified version of the Law written in clear, concise, and non-technical language.
3. Ensure the simplified version maintains legal accuracy, retains original intent, and adheres to best practice in legal simplification.
4. Organize and facilitate a validation meeting with key stakeholders (including the Edo State Disability Commission, CSOs, OPDs, and justice actors).
5. Incorporate stakeholder feedback and produce a final, professionally structured simplified version of the Law.
6. Submit the final editable and print-ready document to NAPVID.
4. Deliverables
The Consultant is expected to deliver:
1. Inception report outlining methodology, workplan, and structure for the simplified version.
2. Draft Simplified Version of the Edo State Disability Rights Law.
3. Stakeholder Validation Session Facilitation.
4. Final Simplified Version (editable and designed print-ready PDF).
5. Duration of Work
The consultancy is for two (2) weeks, effective from the date of signing the consultancy agreement.
